Fr. Titus Zeman (1915-1969) was a Salesian and a priest who during the communist regime in Czechoslovakia organised expeditions of more than 60 young Salesians in order to finish their studies abroad. During a third expedition, Fr. Zeman, along with the other fugitives, was arrested. He then underwent a difficult trial, and he risked the death penalty. On 22 February 1952 he was instead condemned to 25 years in prison. Fr Zeman was released from prison after 13 years on 10 March 1964. By now suffering obviously from the long ordeal in prison he died five years later, on 8 January 1969, but very much known for his holiness and indeed his martyrdom. Fr. Titus Zeman will be beatified on 30 September in Bratislava, Slovakia.
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
