To facilitate the STUDY and 

ASSIMILATION by the young 

people in formation, their 

communities and the formation 

teams “10 SEEDS” are offered, one 

each month from September 2020 

to June 2021, focused on the most 

relevant themes.

Each ‘seed’ is introduced 

by a short video made by young 

SDBs and accompanied by a 

presentation (PowerPoint – PDF).









FIRST SEED (September 2020):

This is a striking evidence emerged 

in the research on accompaniment 

and it is a grace to be welcomed 

and treasured: 3464 SDBs (24% of  

the total) below 35 years of  age. 

We are a Congregation of  YOUNG 

SALESIANS: not only sent to the 

young, but made by a very large 

number of  young people, novices 

and confreres.

The younger the SDB 
group, the higher the 
number of those who 
have chosen English 
in responding. 
E.g.: the post-novices 
who answered were 
93% of the postnovices 
of that year. 
59.4% of them 
responded in English.

Questionnaire on Accompaniment 2017 (4000 SDB): 
the choice of language shows that 52% of young SDB in the world 
use English, 13% use Spanish, etc.
