Visit of the Rector Major to DBTI on 12th September, 2005-09-12

 
Rev. Fr. Pascual Chaves sdb, Rector Major of the Salesian Society was welcomed at Don Bosco Technological Institute, East Boroko, on 12th September, 2005, by four Simbu students attired in traditional costume.  The day focused on Salesian Vocation Promotion.

 
Don Bosco Technological Institute, East Boroko, is affiliated to Divine Word University, Madang, PNG; the only Catholic University in the country.  The institute that has over 400 students caters to tertiary level eduction of about one third of technological students in the country.  The staff, students and guests were welcomed by Elva Churem, MC for the programme.  The colourful background read: ‘Mipela Laikim yu nating Tru’.  Shine Jesus shine danced by the 1st year computer students gave a lively start to the programme.  A power point presentation depicting the life of Fr. Pascual Chaves sdb, prepared by Cl.
